From comprehensive state-level PBM regulation to Medicaid managed care reform, NCPA is changing the
pharmacy payment model. We are ready to assist our state partners with 2026 legislation and regulation

that bring transparency, accountability, and fairness to community pharmacies.

1. Comprehensive PBM reform

¢ Commercial market reimbursement floor using NADAC plus state
Medicaid fee-for-service professional dispensing fee

e Prohibit patient steering, requiring equal reimbursement to PBM-owned
or affiliated pharmacies

¢ Fair pharmacy audits

e Prohibitions on retroactive claims reductions through clawbacks or
effective rates

e Authority to decline to dispense when reimbursement is below cost

2. PBM regulation enforcement

e Authority clearly granted to appropriate state agency (e.g. Office of the
Insurance Commissioner or Attorney General) to oversee and regulate
PBMs

e Educate and advocate to regulator organizations (e.g. National
Association of Insurance Commissioners or National Association of
Attorneys General)

¢ Facilitate complaint processes for members to engage state agencies
charged with oversight and enforcement

3. Medicaid managed care reform
e Pharmacy benefit carve-out from managed care to fee-for-service
e Rate floors in managed care based on fee-for-service rate methodology
e Single PBM programs

Emerging issues
e Drug pricing - upper payment limits, Maximum Fair Price, reference rates
e Compounding
